Provided that the maximum age-limit will be relaxed by 3 years in the case
of candidates belouging to Scheduled Castes, Buddhist Community, recognised
tribes of the Tribal Arcas, Azad Kashmir and Northern Areas (Districts of Gilgit,
Skardu and Diamir), in accordance with the instzuctions issued by the Establish-
ment Division.

Provided further that for Government servants who have completed at least
2 years continuous Government Service, maximum age-limit may be relaxed by
not more than 10 years upto the age of 55 years wherever applicable

5. Probation—Person appointed by promotion or initial appointment shall
be on probation for a period of one year. This period may be curtailed for good
and sulficient reasons to e recorded or if considered necessary, it may be extended
for a petiod not exceeding one year as may be prescribed at the time of appoint-
ment.
